Motor Speedway! With 1,600 acres in the northeast portion of the Las Vegas Valley, the
"Diamond in the Desert" has been deemed the most remarkable race complex in the world.
Sports lllustrated called it the Racing Capital of the West.

The Low Speed Autocross will be held inside the Las Vegas Motor Speedway -
superspeedway. There is an array of different configurations we can use and our Low Speed
Autocross Team has chosen the most fun course they have. Helmets and shoes required per
the NCCC Rule Book . Plan for a great time and fabulous photo opportunities!

High Speed Autocross will be held on Las Vegas Motor Speedway’s road course,
just adjacent to the Superspeedway. This is a fun track! It is a technical course that is flat and
forgiving. You will love it! High speed at its best! Helmets and shoes required per the NCCC
Rule Book and Group IIl needs the required fire suits.

THURSDAY — JUNE 10" Drag Races [606ETIT)
We are hosting two drag races this year! Record & Bracket Drags will be held at Las Vegas
Motor Speedway’s NHRA “The Strip”. Las Vegas Motor Speedway’s “THE STRIP” is a top-
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rated NHRA Sanctioned raceway, which plays host to capacity crowds attending annual events
from the NHRA Nationals to the World Series of Drag Racing. This state-of-the art facility will be
the site of NCCC drag records being broken and wickedly fast times making history! We are
following the NHRA rules here so be sure to wear long pants with sleeved shirts and closed toe
shoes for these events. Helmets required per the NCCC Rule Book too! Don’t be sent home
because you forgot the rules.
