CTV Committees 2008  Proposed By -Laws Change  

The following By-Laws change has been approved by the Board for presentation to 
the membership at the June 6th Club Meeting.  It will be effective immediately if 
passed by a 2/3rds vote of those present.   
 
Current reading:   
ARTICLE VII, Section 3.0 DUTIES OF COMMITTEES, Subsection 3.7 MEMBER-
SHIP/WELCOME 
 
This committee shall provide Club information to prospective members and welcome 
them as guests to the Club at monthly membership meetings.  This committee shall 
maintain membership name badges, receive all applications for membership in the 
Club and be responsible for furnishing new members with Club By-Laws, Club his-
tory, and member packet.  This committee shall keep an accurate record of each 
memberôs attendance at monthly membership meetings and social events.  It shall be 
the duty of this committee to advise the Elected Officers and other committees of 
changes in the membership roster along with visitor information.   
 
This committee is responsible for determining eligibility, accurate record keeping and 
purchasing awards for the 100%ôer and the Rookie of the Year, as outlined in the 
Standing Rules, Policies & Procedures, numbers 6 & 7).  A list of members eligible for 
the Rookie of the Year Award will be printed in the December newsletter. 
 
This committee will prepare and submit an article for the monthly newsletter that in-
cludes new membersô birthdays, anniversaries, as well as the names of visitors at-
tending the monthly membership meetings. 
 
Proposed reading: 
ARTICLE VII, Section 3.0 DUTIES OF COMMITTEES, Subsection 3.7 MEMBER-
SHIP/WELCOME 
 
This committee shall be responsible for maintaining records of attendance, applica-
tions, individual member information, the Official Membership Roster and new mem-
ber eligibility criteria.  This committee shall oversee the production of the Club Direc-
tory and its supplements, visitor information, new member packets, membership 
name badges, the Cowtown brochure and assist the Club Historian and Webmaster 
with visitor and new member pictures.   
 
A monthly report of visitor, new member and individual member information appropri-
ate for publication, including birthdays and anniversaries, shall be submitted to the 
Newsletter Editor.  It shall be the duty of this committee to advise the Elected Officers 
and other committees of changes in the membership roster along with visitor informa-
tion. 
  
Committee members shall greet visitors, provide them with visitor information and in-
troduce them to the Club.  The committee shall present prospective members, who 
have met the appropriate eligibility criteria, for membership acceptance at a monthly 
club meeting.  Upon acceptance by the membership, the committee shall provide new 
members with a membership packet.  
 
This committee shall be responsible for promotion, notification of eligibility, accurate 
record keeping and the purchasing and presentation of awards for the 100%er Award 
and the Rookie of the Year Award, as outlined in the Standing Rules, Policies & Pro-
cedures.

Pardon from the  NCCC Governor  

At the May membership meeting I discussed competition classes and event fly-
ers. To recap, NCCC competition is divided into three groups (I, II, and III, cleverly). 
Basically Group I is for stock cars, Group II permits adding Chevrolet performance 
parts and a limited number of aftermarket performance parts, and Group III allows a 
large number of race modifications and parts. Each group is divided into a number of 
classes to attempt to equalize performance. There are over a dozen classes in most 
Groups. Finally, double all of this because there are separate Groups/Classes for 
men and for women. The effect of this classification system is that you are compet-
ing against comparable cars for a win. 

The information about an event is required to be on an official flyer. The flyers 
inform of the event types (Auto-X, Rallye, etc.), the time of the event(s), the location 
(including maps), and other pertinent information such as lodging and meals. These 
days the flyers are usually on the Internet. Several club members can and will print 
copies of the flyers for the cyber-challenged. 

I also briefly (?) discussed NCCC sanctions. NCCC allows each club to host 
seven NCCC sanctioned events each year. Typically, all seven individual events 
[ñindividual sanctionsò] are used on one weekend. For example, five sanctions could 
be used for Auto-Xs, one sanction could be used for a Rallye, and one sanction 
could be used for a Funkhana. In this example, the Rallye and Funkhana might be 
held on Saturday morning, two Auto-Xs on Saturday afternoon (back to back) and 
three Auto-Xs on Sunday. 

CTV uses all seven of our sanctions for Auto-Xs during our September weekend 
at Texas Motor Speedway. We have been fortunate to have three additional sanc-
tions donated to us by our friends at Brazos River Corvette Club. This total of 10 
Auto-Xs helps to draw competitors to our event weekend. 

This year a scheduling conflict has prohibited BRCC from using their other four 
sanctions as they originally planned. They have graciously donated them to us and 
we are intending to administer four Auto-Xs in their behalf in August. I will be re-
questing that the Southwest Region board of governors designate these four events 
as part of the Southwest Region Championship Points Trail (a ñFirst Choiceò week-
end).
